



RESOLUTION NO. 2017-170

RESOLUTION OF THE NAPA COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES AGENCY TO TERMINATE THE AGREEMENT WITH BEYOND LUCID TECHNOLOGIES, INC., AND TO TERMINATE THE RELATED JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT WITH AMERICAN CANYON FIRE PROTECTON DISTRICT, CITY OF NAPA AND DEPARTMENT OF STATE HOSPITALS-NAPA AND THE AGREEMENT WITH ANGWIN COMMUNITY AMBULANCE FOR SHARING IN THE COSTS OF ELECTRONIC PATIENT CARE REPORTING SOFTWARE IF BEYOND LUCID TECHNOLOGIES DOES NOT CURE ITS BREACH BY OCTOBER 27, 2017 
 
	WHEREAS, in May 2016, County issued a Request for Proposals for an electronic Patient Care Reporting (ePCR) system that would allow Emergency Medical Services (EMS) personnel to capture electronic health data for all EMS responses in accordance with California Health & Safety Code section 1797.227, and Beyond Lucid Technologies, Inc. (BLT) was selected as the software vendor; and
	
	WHEREAS, on or about May 23, 2017, Napa County entered into Agreement No. 170902B-17 on behalf of the Health and Human Services Agency with BLT to obtain ePCR software for use by fire department first responders and ambulance providers who separately agreed to the cooperative funding of this ePCR software; and 

	WHEREAS, on or about May 23, 2017, Napa County entered into Joint Powers Agreement No. 170903B-17 with the American Canyon Fire Protection District, City of Napa, and Department of State Hospitals - Napa to enable those entities to share in the costs of the  ePCR software provided by BLT; and

	WHEREAS, on or about June 13, 2017, Napa County entered into an Agreement with Angwin Community Ambulance (Angwin) to similarly enable Angwin to share in the costs of the ePCR software provided by BLT; and
	WHEREAS, on or about September 27, 2017, County provided BLT with written notification that BLT was in breach of its Agreement with County, and provided BLT with 30 days’ notice to cure its breach or County would immediately terminate said Agreement; and
	WHEREAS, County does not believe that BLT is able or willing to deliver an ePCR software system consistent with the terms of its Agreement, and the Director of Health and Human Services Agency seeks authority to notify BLT that the Agreement shall be terminated, effective immediately, if its breach is not cured by October 27, 2017; and

	WHEREAS, the above-named fire department first responders and ambulance providers are supportive of the termination of County’s Agreement with BLT, and of the termination of the above-referenced related agreements which enabled those entities to share in the costs of the ePCR software provided by BLT.
	
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Napa County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the Director of Health and Human Services Agency to terminate County’s  Agreement with BLT, and all County agreements related to sharing in the costs of said ePCR software system, if BLT does not cure its breach by October 27, 2017.
