CONSENT CALENDAR 
items are usually approved with a single motion. 

SET MATTERS - PUBLIC HEARINGS - These items are noticed hearings, work sessions, and items with a 
previously set time. 

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS - These items include significant policy and administrative actions and are 
classified by program areas. Immediately after approval of the CONSENT CALENDAR, if the time for hearing 
SET MATTERS has not arrived, ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS will be considered.

Public Safety

term July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006 to provide animal services including animal shelter for the 
following cities: 

1. Amendment No. 1 to Agreement No. 3585 with the City of Napa increasing the amount by 
$15,000 for a new maximum of $165,000; and 

2. Amendment No. 1 to Agreement No. 3886 with the City of American Canyon increasing the 
amount by $2,500 for a new maximum of $27,500.
