EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

PROCEDURAL REQUIREMENT
(No action required)

As a result of a lawsuit filed in May 2000 against the State of California, the County Superintendent of Schools is 
required to perform site visits to Decile 1-3 schools in the County of Napa to determine a safe environment for 
children, cleanliness of the schools and that schools have the appropriate educational materials and fully 
credentialed teachers.  In addition, the Superintendent is required to present such report annually to the Board of 
Supervisors.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

In May of 2000 the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) filed a lawsuit against the State of California, alleging that 
the State had failed to provide poor and underprivileged students with equal educational opportunities, by providing 
them with inadequate facilities, insufficient educational materials, and with teachers who were not fully 
credentialed.  As a result of that lawsuit, the Napa County Superintendent of Schools is required to perform site 
visits to Decile 1-3 schools in the County of Napa to determine a safe environment for children, cleanliness of 
schools and that schools have the appropriate educational materials and are fully credentialed teachers.
