PUBLIC HEARING

First reading and intention to adopt an ordinance of the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of
California, amending Sections 10.12.020 and 10.12.080 of the Napa County Code pertaining to county parking lots.
ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION: Categorical Exemption Class 1: It has been determined that this type of
project does not have a significant effect on the environment and is exempt from the California Environmental
Quality Act.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

The County Code sections related to County owned and operated parking lots were recently amended in August
2007. Since that time, additional enforcement authority has been requested for the Old Sonoma Road facilities:
Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) and Juvenile Justice Center (JJC). These Agencies have experienced
cars being left for days on end - taking up much needed parking spaces in an impacted neighborhood. The
changes recommended in the Ordinance for Lots G, H, | and J, will help to ensure that sufficient parking is
available for clients and staff and will also help to control after hours activities between the hours of 10 PM and 7
AM.

Attached for reference are both the tracked and untracked, or clean, versions of the Ordinance. The second and
final reading of the Ordinance will be scheduled as a Consent item for the January 8, 2007 Board agenda.
