BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

Prevent Child Abuse America (2012) estimates that the direct cost of child abuse and neglect in the United States
exceeds $80 billion every year. This cost can be significantly reduced by focusing efforts on prevention programs.

In November 2014, the County received a donation of $6,000 to be used for child abuse prevention services funded
by the Children's Trust Fund (CTF). Napa County Health and Human Services contracts with Cope to provide child
abuse prevention services funded by the CTF.

The County's policies and procedures regarding donations require Board approval of donations over $1,000.
