SUBJECT: Authorization to accept a donation in the amount of $6,000 to the Napa County Library

RECOMMENDATION

Director of Library Services and Community Outreach requests authorization to accept a donation to the Napa
County Library from an anonymous donor in the amount of $6,000.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Resolution No. 99-56 adopted by the Board on June 1, 1999 authorizes the Director of Library Services and
Community Outreach to accept donations of money and gifts of $2,000 or less on behalf of the Napa County
Library. On November 18, 2014, the Library received notification that a donation in the amount of $6,000 had been
made to the Library. The donor wishes to remain anonymous.

Since this donation exceeds the $2,000 maximum authorized by the Resolution, Board approval is required.

Therefore, the Director of Library Services and Community Outreach is seeking the Board's authorization to accept
this donation.
