Another incumbent member, Mr. Nelson, submitted his intent to step down from the AAC at the end of his term on
December 31, 2014. Mr. Nelson has served on the AAC for eight (8) years since 2006. The Airport Advisory

The functions of the Commission are to advise and make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on the
following:

matters pertaining to County Airport operations;
maintaining and improving Airport safety;

a master plan for Airport development;

the annual Airport budget;

leases, rates and charges for all Airport facilities; and
other matters pertaining to aviation.

The Airport Advisory Commission meets the first Monday of every month at 12:00 noon at 2030 Airport Road (Napa
County Airport).

The County Executive Office will coordinate with the Airport Advisory Commission liaison to recruit and advertise for
the remaining vacant seat representing the General Public.
