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supersede the Resolution adopted on behalf of the Library on June 1, 1999. On August 1, 2005, the Auditor-
Controller's Office established procedures based on Resolution 05-40. The cash donations received, with the

exception of $12, was deposited into the Donation Revenue Accounts.
