program; 
d. review and approve the procedures used to insure citizen and professional involvement at all stages of the 

planning process; 
e. submit an annual report to the governing body; 
f. make recommendations regarding the appointment of a local director of mental health services; 

g. review and comment on the County’s performance outcome data and communicate the findings to the 
State Mental Health Commission; and, 

h. assess the impact of the realignment of services from the State to the County on services delivered to 
clients and on the local community.

The Mental Health Board has interviewed the applicants and recommends their appointment/reappointment.  The 
County Executive Office will continue to recruit for the remaining vacancy.
