Director of Public Works requests award of the contract "Modifications at Various Napa County Offices" PW 07-05 to 
Robert C. Jackson of Santa Rosa, California, for their low base bid of $43,986, and authorization for the Chair to 
sign the construction contract.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This project provides for modifications at various County offices, as requested by Conservation, Development and 
Planning, Environmental Management and the Health & Human Services Agency.  Work will generally consist of 
relocating and/or reducing walls to accommodate additional personnel in a more strategic manner as well as to 
better serve the public.
