Winery Use Permit Application No. 05-0056-UP to: (1) construct a new 35,000 gallon per year winery

The project is located within an 
Agricultural Watershed: Airport Compatibility Overlay (AW:AC) zoning district and is designated in the 
General Plan as Agriculture, Watershed and Open Space (AWOS).
ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION:  Mitigated Negative Declaration prepared.  According to the 
Mitigated Negative Declaration, the proposed project may have, if mitigation measures are not 
included, potentially significant impacts in the following areas: noise and transportation.
