The two 10.10 acre parcels will be zoned RC:AH and the 21.40 acre parcel will 
remain zoned CL.  The requested actions 1 through 4 are all in connection with the 41.60 acre 
parcel located at 6015 Steele Canyon Road, Napa, Assessor's Parcel No. 032-150-003 
(Moskowite Parcel).

ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION: Pursuant to Section 15162 of the State CEQA Guidelines a 
Subsequent Mitigated Negative Declaration has been prepared and is recommended for 
adoption. The Subsequent Mitigated Negative Declaration finds the proposed project would have, if 
mitigation measures are not included, potentially significant environmental impacts in the following 
areas: biology, cultural resources, hazardous & hazardous materials and geology & soils.  This project 
site is adjacent to a listed hazardous waste site enumerated under Government Code Section 
65962.5.
