NOVEMBER 8, 2005.  THERE WERE 320 VOTING MACHINES DEPLOYED 
BETWEEN OCTOBER 10, 2005 (EARLY VOTING) AND ELECTION DAY.  OVER 
FIFTY SIX PERCENT OF ALL VOTERS USED THE VOTING MACHINES.  MR. 
TUTEUR HAS PREPARED A WRITTEN REPORT REGARDING THE USE OF THE 
MACHINES.  HE STATED THAT HIS OFFICE WILL FOCUS ON ADDITIONAL 
TRAINING OF POLL WORKERS TO ADDRESS SOME OF THE ISSUES WHICH 
WERE DISCOVERED FOLLOWING THIS ELECTION. 
 
HE FURTHER STATED THAT THE ESTIMATES FOR THE OVERALL COSTS OF 
THE ELECTION ARE APPROXIMATELY $200,000.  ONCE FINAL COSTS ARE 
DETERMINED, HE WILL RETURN TO THE BOARD TO ASK FOR DIRECTION AS 
TO HOW TO PROCEED WITH BILLING THE STATE. 
 
JILL PAHL, DIRECTOR OF ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT, REPORTED ON 
THE SUCCESS OF THE ANGEL GIFT TREE FOR THE HOLIDAYS.  ONE HUNDRED
