The project is located on a +141.84 acre parcel, on the north side of Pope
Canyon Road approximately 1500 feet west of its intersection with Berryessa-Knoxville Road
within a PD (Planned Development) zoning district and an area designated UR (Urban
Residential) by the Napa County General Plan (Assessor’s Parcel No. 019-080-003), Napa, CA.
ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION: Addendum to a Supplemental Mitigated Negative
Declaration to Environmental Impact Report - FEIR-038 prepared (State CEQA guidelines 15164
for minor changes to the project as approved by the Villa Berryessa Use Permit (95070-UP) and
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Tentative Map (95071-SUB)). (The proposed use permit modification does not constitute a
substantial change to the project that would require major revisions to the prior environmental
documents due to the involvement of new significant environmental impacts. No substantial
changes in circumstances under which the project would be undertaken and no new information of
substantial importance necessitates additional review.
